On May 6, 2022, The West Florida
Baptist Institute completed thirty-nine
years of operation in Pensacola, Florida.
It iswith extreme mixed emotions, for me,
that this will be the last closing at the
present location. The Lord hasblessed this
ministry in so many ways and it has been
a difficult decision for me to accept.
However, as a servant of the Lord, thisis
Hiswork and not mine. Asthe Lord closes
one door He will open another.

The beginning of the fall semester of
2022, the West Florida Baptist Institute
began offering regular classestemporarily
at the facilities of the Magnolia Springs
Baptist Church. The new name of the schoal is, “ Gulf Coast Baptist College.”
There will be no change in the objective or doctrines of the school. Many
things have happened over the past three years that made the decision to
move a necessity. We will leave behind so many students that have graced
the classrooms of West Florida Baptist Institute. The process to find and
equip asuitable facility to house the school is a continueing matter.

On October 9, 2023, the trustees met in a special meeting to discuss the
future of the school. After several options of discussion, the trustees voted
to recommend to Schillengers Road Baptist Church, to endorse the ministry
of of Gulf Coast Baptist College, The church voted in aregular conference on
November 08, 2023 to accept the recommendation of thetrustees. Classesare
temporarily being held in thefacilities of Schillinger Road Baptist Church.

Gulf Coast Baptist College will continue to teach the doctrines that have
been from the very beginning of the school ministry. Some of the same in-
structors that have been engaged in teaching over the years will continueto
do so in the new school.

All of thelegal work hasalready begun to establish anew corporation. The
moveto the new facilitiestook agreat deal of labor. The old facility hasbeen
placed for sale and a contract for deed has been issued. The sale should be
completed very soon. All the debts must be settled before this matter can be
fully completed before the Florida corporation can be closed.

Absenteeism

Absences due to illness, injury, emergencies, death in the family
and funerals are considered as excused absences and make up work
will be assigned by the instructor.

Absences due to pleasure trips, class revival meetings, outside
business, etc., are not considered as excusable and are not tolerated.

Make up work will be assigned on thefollowing basis:

A maximum of seven absences (without make-up work) plusfive
additional absences which will require make-up work of no less than
500 words per class per day on the three-day schedule. A maximum
of five absences (without make-up work) plusthree additional absences
which will require make-up work of no lessthan 500 words per day on
the two day schedule.

Veterans Attendance Policy

Entrance Requirements

3. Satisfactory USAFI General Education Development Test
scores with or without a diploma (applicable primarily to
veterans).
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4. Satisfactory scores achieved on examinations of the American
CollegeTesting or similar recognized organization.

5. Other applicants may be admitted as special students without
meeting the above requirements. After completing 3 courses
(9 semester hours) asamatriculant, the student will be accepted
to full standing and can enter any degree program that is
available, and the 9 semester hours will be granted toward the
degree.

6. The student must request their High School or Collegeto forward
their transcriptsto Gulf Coast Baptist College.

7. Students who have not graduated from High School or have a
high school equivalency certificate, may enroll but will not be
eligiblefor graduation.

Re-Entrance Policy

Students who have been dismissed for unsatisfactory progress
may petition the school to be readmitted after one grading period has
elapsed. Veteran students may be recertified to the VA only if thereis
areasonablelikelihood that theindividua student will beableto maintain
satisfactory progress in the future.

Record

Permanent student progress records are maintained by Gulf Coast
Baptist College.

BIBLE DEPARTMENT

Bi 10023 A & C: The Beginnings
3 Semester Hours (45 CH) Each

An exegetica study will be giventothe book of Genesis. A detailed
study is given to the beginnings or generation of things. It sets forth
several beginnings: That of theworld, of life, of domestic relations, of
ingtitutions, of moral order, of sin and its consequences, of the scheme
of redemption, of nations, and of the Messianic nation.

Bi 10033 A, B. & C: Bible Analysis
3 Semester Hours (45 CH) Each

Anintroductory study will be given to the proper methods of Bible
interpretation. The study includes: how wegot the Bible, Bibledivisions,
Miracles, Tongues, the Baptism of the Holy Spirit and Bible Typology.

Bi 10042 A, B & C: Writings of John
3 Semester Hours (45 CH) Each

An exegetical study will be given to the Gospel of John and the
Epistles of John. This study will emphasize the Gospel of belief and
how the Epistles were written against prevailing heresies.

Bi 10052 A: The Conquerings
2 Semester Hours (30 CH) Each

An exegetical study will be given to the books of Joshua, Judges,
and Ruth. Wewill study the Hebrew Nations conquest and settlement
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in Canaan. The study of Ruth in the time of conguest indicates that
even in the darkest periods, there were always some homes where
the choicest values of life were preserved.

Bi 20063 A, B, & C: New Testament Survey
3 Semester Hours (45 CH) Each

TheNew Testament Timeswill be studied: Thepolitical, the social,
the economical and the Religious. The study will also cover how the
New Testament got its name, and contents, the life of Christ, the
establishment of the church and the problems that arose in the early
church.

Bi 20073 A, B, & C: Early Church Expansion
3 Semester Hours (45 CH) Each

An exegetical study of the origin and early development of the
church will be given to the Gospels and the book of Acts. Specia
attentionisgiven to the chronology of thefirst church established and
the expansion of the Jewish church into the subsequent Gentile
churches.

Bi 20083 A & C: The Wanderings
3 Semester Hours (45 CH) Each

A comprehensive study will be given to the books of Exodus,
Leviticus, Numbers and Deuteronomy. Exodusis so named becauseit
ischiefly concerned with the oppression and departure of the Hebrews
from Egypt. Leviticus sets forth the laws of worship (priesthood,
offerings and holiness). Numbers is composed of narratives giving
vivid experiences of their journey toward Canaan. Deuteronomy the
restatement of the covenant to a new generation.

Bi 20092 A, B & C: Great Doctrinal Epistles
3 Semester Hours (45 CH) Each

An exegetical study will be given to the books of Galatians,
Thessal onians and Romans. Emphasisis placed on the doctrinal debate
between Law and Grace, the return of the Lord and the revelation of
the righteousness of God to man.
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Bi 20102 A: The Kingdom
2 Semester Hours (30 CH) Each

A comprehensive study will be given to the books of Samuel, Kings,
and Chronicles. Thisstudy will cover morethan one hundred years of
Hebrew history. During this period, the Hebrew nation attained its
highest rank as a nation of wealth and fame. A close look at all areas
of Life: Economical, educational, political, social, and religious, will be
considered.

Bi 30113 A, B, & C: Old Testament Survey
3 Semester Hours (45 CH) Each

An outline of the Old Testament will be studied. The study will
include the Pentateuch, the time of the Judges, the United Kingdom,
and both the major and minor prophets.

Bi 30122 A & B: Prison Epistles
2 Semester Hours (30 CH) Each

An exegetical study will be given to the books of Ephesians,
Philippians, Col ossians and Philemon. Special attentionisgiventothe
teachings of the Apostle Paul concerning: The Churches, the walk
and joy of believers, the pre-eminence of Christ in creation, and
redemption.

Bi 20133 A, B & C: Pre-Exile Prophets
3 Semester Hours (45 CH) Each

An exegetical study of the prophetic books written before the
exile including Jonah, Obadiah, Joel, Amos, Hosea, Isaiah, Micah,
Nahum, Habakkuk, Zephaniah and Jeremiah. Emphasiswill be placed
on the chronology and history of Israel, her downfalls, her place in
Bible prophecy and on contemporary developmentsinthe Middle East.
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Bi 30142 A & B: Pastoral Epistles
2 Semester Hours (30 CH) Each

An exegetical study of the epistles of Timothy and Tituswill deal
with matters of organizational, devotional, official, and doctrinal
problems.

Bi 30153 A, B & C: Synoptic Gospels
3 Semester Hours (45 CH) Each

An exegetical study will be given to the three early Gospels,
Matthew, Mark, and L uke. Special attention is given to the difference
inwriting style and conformation of their stories.

Bi 30152 A& B: Exile Prophets
3 Semester Hours (45 CH) Each

A comprehensive study will be made concerning the Gentile
governmentsleading up to the Anti-Christ asgiven by Daniel, Ezekiel
and Esther.

Bi 40163 A & C: Bible Prophecy
3 Semester Hours (45 CH) Each

This study will deal with the events prior to and surrounding the
second coming of Christ.

Bi 40172 A, B, & C: General Epistles
3 Semester Hours (45 CH) Each

An exegetical study will be given to the books of Hebrews, James,
Peter and Jude. A detailed study showing how God's revelation in
Christ is superior to the revelation that came through The Law, that
faithisexemplified during heretical times.
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Bi 40182 A, B, & C: Poetical Books
3 Semester Hours (45 CH) Each

This study will include Job and Psalms. Emphasisis give to the
historical figure of Job and his test of faith. This aso includes a
divisional study of Psalms, the songbook of Israel.

Bi 40192 A, B, & C: The Writings
3 Semester Hours (45 CH) Each

This study will involve an exegesis of the books of Proverbs,
Ecclesiastes and Song of Solomon; with emphasis on the parallelism
of Proverbs; the Koheleth or Preacher and hiswisdom in Ecclesiastes,
and the threeinterpretation, the literal, the alegorical and thetypical,
will be examined of the Song of Solomon.

Bi 40193 A, B & C: Apocalypse
3 Semester Hours (45 CH) Each

An exegetical study isgiven to the Revelation. A comprehensive
study of the natural divisions making it lessdifficult to understand its
contents, with emphasis on the unities, chronology, parallels, and
contrasts of the book.

Bi 40202 A & B: Post Exile Prophets
2 Semester Hours (30 CH) Each

This is an exegetical study of the prophets listed, with special
emphasis placed on God's dealing with His people Isragl and their
restoration as a nation. This will include the books of Ezra, Haggai,
Zechariah, Nehemiah, and Malachi.
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Bi 40222 A & B: Life of Paul
2 Semester Hours (30 CH) Each

This course encompasses a historical study of thelife of the great
missionary and apostleto the Gentiles. Hisconversion, call, revelations,
methods, works, and messages are given adetailed study and analysis.

Bi 50233 A, B, & C: Systematic Theology |
3 Semester Hours (45 CH) Each
Thisisstudy consist of the subjects; Theology Proper; Christology;
Pneumatol ogy; Angelology; Demonol ogy; Satanology
Bi 50243 A, B, & C: Systematic Theology |l
3 Semester Hours (45 CH) Each
Thisisstudy consist of; Bibliology; Anthropology; Hamartiology;
Soteriology; Eschatology; Eccesiology.
Bi 50053 A & B: Church Administration

MASTER OF DIVINITY LEVEL COURSE

Note: Master of Divinity level courses require extensively more
reading, research and writing than the undergraduate courses. The
Master’s courses will further equip the student to apply a proper
hermeneutics to Scripture with the result being correct exegesis and
sound biblical exposition.

AP: Apologetics
Ap-51001

This course consist of laying a foundation for a systematic and
rational defense of the Christian faith. In addition to growing stronger
intheir own, the student will become equipped to defend the Christian
faith from all attacks. Such issues as absol ute truth, God's existence,
thereliability of the Scripture, the problem of evil and science.

Ap - 51002 Biblical Apologetics

Thiscourse providesastudy and defense of theinspiration, veracity
andinerrancy of thebible. Archeological, history, geographical, linguistic
and cultural issues are examined.

Ap 51003 Theological Apologetics

This course defends the orthodox conservative theology of
Christianity. The course deals with challenges and heresies from both
inside and outside of Christianity. Topics such as the nature of God,
the nature of Jesus and God's sovereignty will be covered in-depth.
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Ap 61002 Issues on Apologetics

This course offers an in-depth look at the methodology of
apologetics. Methods such as classical, evidential, historical and
prepositional will bediscussed. The strengthsand limits of each method
will be evaluated as well as the relationship of faith and reason.

HIl Church History
Hi 51001-A Church History

Thisisastudy of the early church expansion and progressthrough
the early and medieval periods. It investigates the reason and purpose
for the persecution during these periods.

Hi 61001 Church History

This is a study of the expansion and progress through the
reformation and modern periods. It investigates how the early church
prospered through the challenge of diversity.

GR Language Research
Gr51001-A, B

This course wides the fundamental study of the New Restamen
language. It expands the research of different words and how they

He 60001-A, B

This is an advance study of the orgin of the Bibilcal language
found in the Old Testament. It explores the usage of all the Old
Testament languages.

PH: Philosophy
Ph- 50001 World views

Thisisanintroduction to the major world viewsincluding theism,
deism, atheism, pantheism, panentheism, finite godism and polytheism.
Thiscourse evaluatesworld views and the philosophy that formsthem-
metaphysics, epistemology, ethics and theology. The Christian world
view (theism) will be demonstrated to be superior to all other world
views.
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PH- Philosophy of Religion
Ph-60002

Philosophy answers the deep questions of life on a metaphysical
and epistemological level. Thiscoursewill study the philosophy behind
religion. In particular, it will examine Christian Philosophy and compare
it to other philosophies.

PH-Logic
Ph-60003

Logic isthe foundation to all thought. This course will teach the
student thelaws of logic and argumentation. It will alsoincludeastudy
of Paul’swritings to evaluate the logic he uses. The book of Romans
demonstrates that Paul is a master logician.

Th-Advanced Soteriology
Th-62005
Prerequisite: Th 62001, TH-62002, TH-62003

Thisis an advanced study of Soteriology in which the nature and
condition of salvation will be evaluated from different theological
perspectives such as Catholicism, Reformed Theology and
Dispensational Theology and compared to Scripture. Theimplications
of Armianism and Calvinism will be advanced.

TH-Advance Ecclesiology
Th-53001
Prerequisite: Th 62001, TH-62002, TH-62003

This is an advanced biblical study of Ecclesiology in which the
nature, origin polity, officers, ordinances and purpose of the church
will be evaluated biblically and compared to respective theological
systemsand denominations. A strong emphasison how the Bible defines
Israel, the Church and the Kingdom will be considered.

TH-Advanced Eschatology
Th-65001

Thisisan advanced study of Eschatology inwhichtheimplications
and timing of the rapture, tribulation and millennial kingdom will be
evaluated. An in-depth exegetical study of the Olivet Discourse will
also beincluded.

Bl: Bible

Bl-Hermeneutics
Bi-55001

This is study of the methodology of the science of interpreting
Scripture. Great emphasiswill be put on the literal, grammatical and
historical method.
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Bl-Advanced Her meneutics
Bi-65002
Prerequisite: Bi 65001-A

Thisis an advanced study of hermeneutics that will demonstrate
that different hermeneutical methods contrary doctrines. Denominations
areformed largely on interpretational methods.

Bl: Old Testament Survey

TH-New Testament Survey

and theology of each book. An outline of each book will be created by
the student.

Bl-Daniel
Bi-65003

A concentrated study in the exile, life and ministry of Daniel as
well as the progress of the exiled Jews and their relationship to the
Babylonians. It exploresthe nation of Israel and their future expansion.

Bl-Apocolalyps
Bi-65004-A,B

A Comprehensive study in the book of Revalation and prophecy.
as it relates to the endtime events.

Bl-Ezekiel
Bi-65005

This study consist of an exegesis of the book of Ezekiel. It ex-
plores the relationship of the prophet to the captives and their uture
recognition asanation. It examinesthe effect of the great prophecy relative
to the nation of Israel.
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Bl-lsaiah
Bi-65006-A,B

Thisisacomprehensive examination of the entire book of Isaiah.
It entails a verse be verse exegesis and researches the reaction of the
peopleto the prophet. It also examines, in detail, the prophecy of the com-
ing Messiah.

Bl-Jeremiah
Bi-65007-A,B

This study of Jeremiah consist of a verse by verse examination of the
whole book. It isaresearch regarding the prophet and hisrelationship to the
nation of Judah prior to the captivity. It also examines the prophecy of their
return to Jerusalem.

Bl-Romans
Bi-55002

Thisisan expand study in the book of Romans. It investigatesthe
writing, the problemsthat existed in the church asthey might relateto
the church of present times, and how they might be solved.

Bl- Thessalonians
Bi-65008

This study involves acomplete verse by verse study of both book
addressed to the church a Thessalonica. It focuses on the theol ogy,
the fellowship and steadfastness of the church.

PA: Pastoral
PA-Expository Preaching
Pa-68001

Thisisastudy of the nature of biblical exposition and principles of
message construction. Attention is given to the basic materials of the
message, methods of preparation, effective deliver and problems of
exposition. The goal of expiatory preaching isto ensure we have the
authors intended meaning in the text (exegesis). Non-preachers will
prepare lessons rather than sermons.
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PA-Ministerial Practicalities
Pa-69001

This course defines the manner in which a pastor deals with the
congregation, people of acertain community and the public at large.
The pastor’s first responsibility is to the church which he has been
called to minister.

PA-Church Administration
Pa-61010

The course examines the the operation of the early church during
the rapid expansion through out Asia Minor. It examines the vast
problems which occurred in the early churches and determine the
instruction given regarding the handling of these situation.

Application of these principlesisgivenin
oral and written exercises, including analysis, diagraming and written
themes. This study also includes sentence structure, grammar, and
correct punctuation.

A
study of the alphabet, vocabulary, consonants and vowels, verbs,
conjugation and noun declension are presented in this course.

Gr 30023 A, B, & C: Greek
3 Semester Hours (45 CH) Each

This course deals with the five points of grammar, vocabulary
building, syntax, prepositions, adverbs, and classification of words.

Gr 40033 A, B, & C: Greek
3 Semester Hours (45 CH) Each

The practical use of the Greek in study and sermon building. The
Greek New Testament is used as a text book.

Gr 50043 A, B, & C: Greek
3 Semester Hours (45 CH) Each

Hi 10013 A, B, & C: Bible by Ages
3 Semester Hours (45 CH) Each

A study of the Biblewill be given by ages: Pre-Adamic, Adamic,
Noahic, Abrahamic, the Law (Moses), the Church, the Millennial, and
the Heaven ages.

Hi 20023 A, B, & C: Church History
3 Semester Hours (45 CH) Each
This course is a survey of the origin, doctrines, and practices of
the New Testament church from the time of Christ to the present day.
Hi 30033 A & C: Ancient History

3 Semester Hours (45 CH) Each

This is a course which combines the general history of nations
and peopleswith that of Biblical history.
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Hi 40043 A & C: Bible Versions
3 Semester Hours (45 CH) Each

A thorough study is made of the history and different versions of
the English Bible. Inspiration, canonization, and transmission from the
original languages and ancient versions are included in this study.

Hi 50053 A & C: Philosophy of Religion
3 Semester Hours (45 CH) Each

This course takes a panoramic view of the history of the world's
great religions and philosophies. It encompasses a comparison of the
various human religions and God's revelation of Himself to man in
Christ and the Bible.

LECTURE DEPARTMENT

1 Semester Hour (45 CH) Each

The Lecture Department is headed up and controlled by the
President of West Florida Baptist Institute. Thisis a specia time for
all the students to be together in assembly and hear specia lectures
from the President, 3 hours per week, NOT CHAPEL SERVICES.
Therearevisiting pastorsand missionariesinvited to comeand lecture
at thistimeto familiarize the studentswith our national work. We also
have lecturersto come in and lecture on how to conduct funerals, fill
out income tax forms, how to build buildings, how to work with our
public officias, how to becomeapart of our communitiesand anumber
of other thingsthat pertain to the Ministry.
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MISSION DEPARTMENT

Mi 10012 A & B: Evangelism
2 Semester Hours (30 CH) Each

MUSIC DEPARTMENT

Mu 10012 A: Beginner’'s Music
2 Semester Hours (30 CH) Each

studies. The student is required to attend a Christmas cantata and
write a term paper.

Mu 10012 A: Conducting
2 Semester Hours (30 CH) Each

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Mu 20032 A & B: Music Theory
